John 5:17-20 NIV 
17 In his defense Jesus said to them, “My Father is always at his work to this 
very day, and I too am working.” 18 For this reason they tried all the more 
to kill him; not only was he breaking the Sabbath, but he was even calling 
God his own Father, making himself equal with God. 19 Jesus gave them 
this answer: “Very truly I tell you, the Son can do nothing by himself; he can 
do only what he sees his Father doing, because whatever the Father does 
the Son also does. 20 For the Father loves the Son and shows him all he 
does. Yes, and he will show him even greater works than these, so that you 
will be amazed. 

Exodus 3:7-10 NIV 
7 The LORD said, “I have indeed seen the misery of my people in Egypt. I 
have heard them crying out because of their slave drivers, and I am con-
cerned about their suffering. 8 So I have come down to rescue them from 
the hand of the Egyptians and to bring them up out of that land into a good 
and spacious land, a land flowing with milk and honey—the home of the 
Canaanites, Hittites, Amorites, Perizzites, Hivites and Jebusites. 9 And now 
the cry of the Israelites has reached me, and I have seen the way the Egyp-
tians are oppressing them. 10 So now, go. I am sending you to Pharaoh to 
bring my people the Israelites out of Egypt.”
